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Abstract

The State Audit Office of the Kingdom of Thailand (SAQO) is one of the leading
organizations in Thailand that have embraced the SDGs and plan to integrate the 17 Global
Goals into its operation. The benefit from the integration can be immense if the 17 Global
Goals and its principles can be successfully fitted into the auditing and budgetary process. In
that case, we can be more confident that government projects will have more inclusive,
integrated, and sustainable development objectives. All government resources will be
automatically directed to the SDG implementation. Hence, this initiative will accelerate the
SDGs implementation in Thailand.

To turn this plan into reality, the SAO, led by the Foreign Affairs Division, will
collaborate with the SDG Research and Support Programme (SDG Move), under the Policy
Research Center on Green Economy, Faculty of Economics, Thammasat University. Together,
SAO and SDG Move propose to review the status of three crucial topics. These three topics
are (1) the monitoring of the progress of the SDGs, (2) citizen participation, and (3) the
integration of the SDGs into the budgetary process. Certainly, monitoring of the SDGs, both
nationally and internationally, in addition to realizing various methods to promote citizen
participation, are essential for preparing the SAO to become the SDG auditor. Additionally,
the SAO can use the insights gained from topic (3) to look for ways to integrate the SDGs
into the budgetary process.

The knowledge gained from this study will also be used to develop a training
programme for SAO auditors and staff members so that they are equipped with the
knowledge, the understanding, and some related skills for future implementations of the
SDG-integrated policies. This six-month research has three sub-projects, with each project
designed for each topic, and are taken care of by three researchers from SDG Move and the
Faculty of Economics, Thammasat University. The three-sub projects will be jointly

synthesized to be one research paper.
